7. Charges will be levied on the “gross weight” or the “chargeable weight” of 
    the consignment whichever is higher. Wherever the “gross weight and/or 
    volume weight is wrongly indicated on the Air Waybill and is actually found 
    more, charges will be levied on the ‘actual gross weight’ or ‘actual 
    volumetric weight’ whichever is higher.

8. For mis-declaration of weight above 2 % and up to 5 % of declared weight 
    penal charges @ double the applicable Terminal charges will be levied. For 
    variation above 5 % the penal charges will be leviable @ 5 times the 
    applicable Terminal charges of the differential weight. No penal charges 
    will be leviable for variation up to and inclusive of 2 %. This will not apply 
    to valuable cargo. 

9. All the bills shall be rounded off to the nearest of Rs. 5 /-, as per IATA Tact 
    Rules book clause 5.7.2, the rounding off procedure, when the rounding 
    off unit is 5.

10. Packing/repacking charges : Packing/repacking charges shall be levied 
     @ 2 % of packages per shipping bill with a minimum of Rs.20/- per 
     airway bill. Packing/repacking charges will be Rs.10/- per packet.

11. Service Tax and any other statutory taxes shall be levied extra as per 
      government notifications.

 

   

D. Trade Associations

  Free Period for Import Cargo shall be Three Working Hours (72 Hours) 
  including the Date of Arrival of Flight. For next Two Days i.e. 4th and 5th day, 
  Demurrage will be charged at ‘per kg/per day’, non-cumulative basis provided 
  the consignment is taken delivery within 5 days of arrival. If delivery is 
  affected after 5 days from the date of arrival, the demurrage will accrue for 
  the entire period from the date of arrival of flight as follows:
